New applications for grade R, 2, 3, 4, 5, 6 and 7 must be done manually at the school. Do not do an online
application

Completed forms and all supporting documents must be hand delivered to the school. Faxes and emails will
not be accepted.

You will receive an admission number in writing, when you hand in the form.

You will be informed as to whether your child's application has been successful or not once the school has
approved the application.

Once the application is approved and you accept placement, you will be required to pay a deposit which is
equal to one month of the 2024 annual school fee. This amount will be announced by 31/10/2023 and is
due by 15/11/2023. This will be deducted from the 2024 school fee.

This deposit is refundable should the child not come to school in January 2024.

The stationery pack fee will be due by 15/11/2023 once prices are confirmed.

If you are unsuccessful, you will be given reasons in writing by the school and the address of the MEC so
that you may lodge an appeal if you wish to.

The above processes also apply to parents who are relocating due to address changes and need to apply to
a new school.

1. Applicants must provide documents as per the documents checklist and you must adhere to the timeframes
to ensure that your application is not rejected due to non or late submission of documents.
2. Parents must submit certified copies of the documents with the application.
3. Intheinstance you cannot provide the supporting documents on submission of the application, your
application will be accepted provisionally.
4. You are then given until 25/08/2023 to submit the outstanding documentation or provide proof of having
applied for the necessary documentation.
5. If you do not supply the required documentation by 25/08/2023, your application will lapse.
